1. Status ISAAFFIK website 

· The website is running well. Suggestions for improvements or new features are welcome.
· Several projects have been added lately, but there are still many projects – even from Isaaffik partners - which are not registered yet. Partner institutions should register their Arctic projects asap. 

· Ongoing / upcoming: 293 projects / 686 fieldworks. 697 registered users

· Partnership invitations from FAF/Isaaffik sent from UFM to the French National Centre for Scientific Research (CNRS) and the Norwegian Polarinstitute (NPI). No replies yet.
2. Dissemination acticities at the International Arctic Hub (IAH)
· IAH’s communication manager Nicoline Larsen was invited to join the meeting and tell about the dissemination activities at IAH. This year the focus will directed to projects, which involves local communities. Short 2-3 videos from feildwork are welcomed. Information about projects are coming primarilly from emails and other direct contact from science groups to IAH, and from the local research community network in Nuuk. Isaaffik is not commonly used as a source for information about research projects.
3. Partner status / plans
· GEUS/Marianne/Henrik: Preparation of the upcoming fieldseason is in ongoing progress.

· DTU/Susanne: Raised the question about opportunities for storing field equipment between field seasons in Greenland, and for lending out vacant equipment to other parties. Susanne will take the lead together with Line /UFM to arrange a Danish representation group at the upcoming Arctic Circle conference in October 2022.
· UFM/Line: Frej Dichmann are leaving UFM for a new position at DMI. 

· DCH/Christian: The planned fieldwork cruises 2022 are expected to be carried out according to plan. 

· AKO/Bettina: It’s a busy time with processing support to research projects. Bettina encourages Isaaffik parties to register SAR at permanent stations in ISAAFFIK.
4. Other
· Some members of the Hindsgavl research forum has recently experienced delays in their mandatory expeditions approval at the Greenland expedition offices. It has therefore been discussed to send a shared note about the problems and suggest a conference with the the involved parties later this year.
